WHAT IS CLUB MARK?

The Sport England Clubmark – safe, effective, child friendly – scheme is a new nationally adopted set of standards enabling national governing bodies of sport (NGB’s) and their affiliated clubs, to set and meet standards that will lead to better quality sports club provision for children and young people

Supported by the Child Protection in Sport Unit and Sportscoach UK, the Clubmark scheme applies across a wide range of sports and will be promoted nationally to enable parents, carers and young people to quickly recognise a club that is committed to providing a quality experience.

England Squash has integrated Clubmark within its own accreditation scheme thereby enabling a club that is working towards silver level (or above) of the Club Charter to become eligible to receive the Clubmark award. 

By achieving the criteria and providing evidence, in this ‘Assessment file’ the club will also receive enhanced status and recognition not just within squash but across all sports, demonstrating that the club delivers a high standard of provision; this will help you with player and volunteer recruitment, attracting resources and influencing other partners.

HOW TO USE THE RECORD OF ACHIEVEMENT ASSESSMENT FILE

Your assessment file enables your club to collect, store and present to England Squash all the information/evidence required to show that you have achieved the silver level criteria that relates to the Clubmark scheme. Following the successful assessment of your file you will receive notification from England Squash and Sport England that you are an accredited club.  

The assessment file has been designed to allow you to work through the criteria identified as part of the England Squash Club Charter scheme and Clubmark.  

Step 1

Address the criteria at your chosen level i.e. bronze, silver or gold. Please remember that Clubmark can only be achieved at silver level and above.

IF YOU ARE A JUNIOR CLUB ONLY, YOU NEED ONLY ADDRESS THE CRITERIA IN BLACK NOT THOSE HIGHLIGHTED IN BLUE.

Step 2

Acknowledge the self assessment statements applicable to the level you are working towards by ticking all appropriate boxes.

With regard to the self assessment criteria, you may also be asked to provide further brief information. For example,

Step 3

Compile the required evidence inserting it into the assessment file where indicated. Please ensure that all evidence is completed and/or inserted for the level you are applying for. Your Regional Development will confirm where appropriate.

To help you collate the evidence requirements, we have provided a floppy disc containing examples of good practice (in Word 2000 Format) that you will find on the inside back cover of this file.  Please feel free to use them in their current form or adapt to your own clubs needs.  You are asked to print these off where applicable and insert into the pages marked. 

Step 4

When you have acknowledged every statement and inserted all evidence required, please send the complete portfolio to your England Squash Regional Development Officer, whose contact details can be found at the back of the portfolio, where it will be assessed. 

Should you wish to contact your Regional Development Officer with any query relating to your application, please feel free to do so.

Step 5

If your application is successful, the assessment file will be returned to you with a certificate of achievement. If it is not successful your Regional development Officer will contact you to discuss further.

The file has been designed in order that you may keep a constant record of your club’s achievements.  Some of the evidence required may be kept towards a future application.

Please note that a Club Charter award or Unsquashable Junior Club Accreditation lasts for 2 years – a re-evaluation sheet must be completed within this 2 year period or, you may submit an application at the next level of award.
