The Blue
Ball will be used in all age group matches and the new Competition Black Ball will
be used for Men’s and Women'’s matches

¢ All matches will be the best of 5 games

e Times of play will be circulated to all competitors at least seven days prior to their
first match provided a self addressed envelope is enclosed with the entry form

e All competitors are required to wear clothes suitable for squash/racketball
e No complaints in connection with the Championships can be entertained by the host
club unless made in writing and sent to the Tournament Organiser within 48 hours

of the cause of complaint

e Hot food, snacks and drinks will be available at the venue throughout the
championships

¢ Neither the organisers nor the venue are under any liability whatsoever in the
respect of personal injury, loss or damage that is sustained during the
championships

e All competitors must be current Player Members of England Squash

e Medals will be awarded to all finalists with perpetual cups for the Main Men and
Women’s winners.
